The purpose of this addendum is to add an additional response to the solicitation questions and answers, change text in criteria 7 of the scoring criteria, and to correct formulas in the Grant Budget Form workbook:

Questions and Answers (Grant Funding Opportunity)

Page 8, Question 38, added text:

	Q.38
	I have the following questions:
a) If a technology is commercially available for one sector (e.g., residential) but not in another sector (e.g., commercial), is this considered a pre-commercial technology and eligible for consideration in this solicitation.
b) If a technology has more than 500 hours of performance testing in one sector (e.g., residential) but not in another sector (e.g., commercial) and this latter sector is the subject of our application, will this type of application be eligible.

	a) Yes.  As indicated in Section I.B of the solicitation manual, the definition of pre-commercial technologies also includes technologies that have been tested in one sector but not in another. This technology would be eligible for consideration in this solicitation.
b) Yes. The minimum hours of performance indicated in Section I.A. of the solicitation manual do not have to be in the same sector as the demonstration site.

Section IV

Page 39, Section IV.F., changed text:  The formula for Criteria 7 has been clarified to indicate that costs are being compared and not rates. 

	7 Ratio of Direct Labor and Fringe Benefit Rates Costs to Loaded Labor Rates Costs
The score for this criterion will derive from the Category Budget in the budget forms, which compares the weighted total direct labor and fringe benefits rate costs to the weighted total loaded rate costs (Total Direct Labor + Total Fringe)/ (Total Direct Labor + Total Fringe + Total Indirect + Total Profit). This ratio, as a percentage, is multiplied by the possible points for this criterion and rounded two decimal places.

Page 4, changed text:

7. Ratio of Direct Labor and Fringe Benefit Rates Costs to Loaded Labor Rates Costs

The score for this criterion will derive from the Category Budget in the budget forms, and which compares the Ttotal direct Llabor costs (direct labor and fringe benefits) costs to the total loaded rate costs. The formula is [(Total Direct Labor + Total Fringe)/ ((Total Direct Labor + Total Fringe) + (Total Indirect + Total Profit))]. This ratio, as a percentage, is multiplied by the possible points for this criterion and rounded two decimal places.
