Federal Cost Share Under the Electric Program Investment Charge


Q1.  Are Federal Funding Opportunity Announcements (FOAs) for topic areas not included in the 2012-14 EPIC Triennial Investment Plan, such as Carbon, Capture and Sequestration, eligible for cost share under this solicitation?

A. Only FOA’s that are aligned with the strategic objectives in the EPIC Investment Plans and listed in Table 1 of Part II in the solicitation are eligible for cost share. The Energy Commission does not have a strategic objective for Carbon Capture and Sequestration (CCS) in the 2012-14 EPIC Triennial Investment Plan. Therefore FOA’s for CCS are not eligible.
  
Q2. Can projects that have already received a Federal award apply for cost share under this solicitation?

A. No. To be eligible for cost share under this solicitation, projects must be applying to a Federal FOA. Page 1 of the Solicitation Manual states: “Applicants are not eligible to receive cost share under this solicitation to supplement an existing federal award.”

Q3. Can I apply for federal cost share under this solicitation after I have been notified that I received a federal award?

A.  No. Please see the answer to question 2.
